Funding Issues





Following the Consultation, Schools’ Forum has confirmed the EY Single Formula for 2010-2011. It has been decided not to implement any quality factor as yet – this will form part of ongoing discussions in the new year. Schools will receive indicative nursery budgets in February 2010 based on 2009 data – reconciliation updates will be received termly. Model formulae can be viewed on Ednet.





LPHA is also asking Schools’ Forum for an independent review of the AWPU for KS1 children – at present according to statistics supplied by the LA, there are only eight LAs nationally who allocate less per KS1 child than Liverpool. This is a great cause for concern when there are so many additional demands being placed on both EY and KS1 settings. 


The LA appears opposed to any changes at this time.
