Primary Consortia – Next Steps


 


The steering committee has been working with the Neighbourhood Learning Directors and Jan Abbie in moving the process of working in SEN Consortia forward.


There is now a better understanding that, in these initial stages, expecting all services for vulnerable children to be delivered via the Consortia was unrealistic and causing great levels of anxiety and confusion in schools, especially with SENCOs. 





We have agreed a delivery management plan which will be shared with you all at your next meeting. Perhaps the most significant milestone is that, from September 2010, all Provider Panels except  the Early Years’ will cease and that time allocations for behaviour, learning and ASD support will be devolved to each Consortium.





Obviously this is a new way of working and inevitably will affect schools in different ways – not least in giving an appropriate time commitment to make sure that glitches can be dealt with as effectively as possible and the provision plan is agreed by all schools.





Therefore, it is vital that all schools do commit to this process so that all children within each consortium can have their needs matched to the allocation. 








Well –Being of Headteachers


We all spend a great deal of our time looking after the health and welfare of our children and staff, but who looks after yours?


This issue has been raised on a number of occasions with the LA. As you would expect there is fine rhetoric, but when the opportunity to understand and support arises, it is often lacking.


Recent letters from Stuart Smith and Jane Woods re the SATS boycott are two examples. Whilst clearly passing on factual information or possible actions, wouldn’t it have helped, during this stressful time, at least a few words expressing an appreciation and understanding of the difficulties that headteachers have to face.
