Duties include:


LA representative at Ofsted feedback


LA representative for Headteacher appointments


Receiving and acting on key information shared by a school providing advice/support regarding any emerging issues


Advising/Signposting for any school issues which may arise including complaints, parental issues, school closure


Point of contact for any headteacher/senior leadership worries re pastoral concern


Providing extra intervention support for schools at Level 4 of the Graduated Approach and for some of those at Level 3
